BY CAR 

 

From M40 and A34 South:  

Leave the M40 at junction 9 follow the A34 for Oxford. After 1 mile, take the first 

exit sign-posted 'Middleton Stoney'. When you reach a mini roundabout, turn 

right onto the B430 for Middleton Stoney. Carry on along this road until you 

reach a set of traffic lights; turn left here onto the B4030 for Enstone and 

Heyford. Once you reach Lower Heyford turn left at the T-junction. Still on 

B4030, continue along the road over a narrow bridge and a set of traffic lights. 

At the second set of traffic lights go straight over (The Holt Hotel on your right) 

and follow the road through a series of sharp turns. Turn right at Duns Tew Road 

and we are about one mile along Duns Tew Road on the left. The entrance to 

Horsehay Farm has black wrought-iron gates. The gates will open automatically, 

but you must drive close to them to trigger a response.  

 

From M40 North: 

Come off the M40 at junction 10 follow the B430 for Middleton Stoney. At the 

traffic lights, turn right into the B4030 for Enstone and Heyford. Once you reach 

Lower Heyford turn left at the T-junction. Still on B4030, continue along the road 

over a narrow bridge and a set of traffic lights. At the second set of traffic lights 

go straight over (The Holt Hotel on your right) and follow the road through a 

series of sharp turns. Turn right at Duns Tew Road and we are about one mile 

along Duns Tew Road on the left. The entrance to Horsehay Farm has black 

wrought-iron gates. The gates will open automatically, but you must drive close 

to them to trigger a response.  

 

From A34 North: 

Go past all the signs to Oxford and come off the A34 at the exit marked A44 

Evesham (Blenheim palace) and follow the A44 through a series of roundabouts 

into Woodstock. Go straight through Woodstock and continue on the A44 for 

about 3 miles, past signs to Glympton and Wootton.  Turn right at the sign to 

Kiddington (NOT to be confused with Kidlington!), and continue along this 

country road. Go straight over the first crossroads (sign-posted Bartons), go over 

a small bridge and when you get to the next crossroads, turn right. Go past the 

Carpenters Arms pub on your right and then take the next left turn into Duns 

Tew Road. Horsehay Farm is located about a mile along Duns Tew Road on the 

left hand side. The entrance to Horsehay Farm has black wrought-iron gates. The 

gates will open automatically, but you must drive close to them to trigger a 

response.
